Increasing the number of work placements offered to local schools and 
colleges is the main focus of the Dorset Construction Training Forum’s 
(DCTF) work this year.

CASE STUDY

Formed by local businesses seven 

years ago, the DCTF’s aim is to 

ensure that construction-related 

training courses are provided to more 

people at lower costs. The forum’s 

main focus will be improving work 

experience opportunities for young 

people in the area.

The DCTF has enjoyed close links 

with the CITB since its inception. 

For example, in 2009 CITB offered 

a grant to help local businesses 

establish the forum.  

The forum has expanded 

considerably since then and now has 

64 Dorset-based construction-related 

companies that contribute to its work.

In 2015 CITB provided the forum 

with another grant. CITB-registered 

members who had been with the 

group for over six months, and  

had actively trained, gained an 

additional £25,000 grant to assist 

with training courses. 

The grant enabled the forum to 

substantially subsidise training 

courses throughout the year for 

eligible members. 

It also helped ensure that members 

completed their priority courses with 

Site Management Safety Training 

Scheme, Site Supervisors’ Safety 

Training Scheme and Health and Safety 

courses (such as Manual Handling and 

Working at Height) top of the list. 

Commenting on the courses’ impact, 

Groundwork and Surfacing Contractor 

HC Lewis, said: “Although in the past 

we have done smaller projects for West 

Dorset District Council we did succeed 

in tendering for a larger one at Gore 

Cross Business Park in Bridport, which 

involved acting as principal contractor 

for the county council adoption of the 

roads and footpaths on this site. 

“The courses my employees 

undertook from the subsidised 

training were invaluable as we had to 

keep the business park open for the 

duration of the contract.’’ 

DCTF also works with CITB and local 

colleges to increase the number of 

apprentices across the group. 

In 2015 the forum piloted a scheme 

for Apprenticeship Ambassadors. The 

Ambassadors are students that have 

recently completed, or are training 

on, an Apprenticeship scheme. In 

future the Ambassadors will support 

CITB Apprenticeship officers when 

speaking to potential students and 

their parents/guardians about a 

career in construction.

Improving work experience 

opportunities in 2016 will build on 

the impressive work undertaken in 

recent years.
